That God’s plan is 
always bigger and better than 
our own, and trusting Him 
(especially when it is hard) is 
the best way to grow in our 
relationship with Him and 
strengthen our faith. Jesus’ 
entire earthly ministry was 
about serving, teaching, and 
sacrificing for others, and 
there is no better example to 
follow.
